Brian Corzilius (Secretary) gave a general overviewhenstatus of the roads He mentioned
that the primary concerns are in drainage (and the upkesiftioing and culverts), as well as
road base. He mentioned that on Third Gate, recysleldadt (from the Highway 101 grade
work) had been used in a few places to ascertain haauitd hold up. These locations included
the bridge approaches as well as steeper stretchesxpitised bedrock. The tests showed
increased longevity and reduced dust generation. He askedritaisEndance about any
concerns they might have about using it in place ofentional aggregate. The only concern
raised was regarding any oil runoff. Brian stated ithad been a concern and that the testing
showed no ‘rainbowing’ of water it was immersed in tluéhe residual asphalt being minute.
He stated that the costs for the recycled asphalappoximately 2/3 that of the usual mined
aggregate. The members in attendance were supportive of nadnaad in its use.
